What makes Nasa’s latest moon exploration program different is that it  organizes legal trading of moon resources by commercial companies.
To do so, they impose a legal framework, the Artemis Accords, supposed to abide by the already existing 1967 Outer Space Treaty which meant to prevent superpowers from claiming new space territories and the resources they contain.
Despite the constraints to monitor future extraction missions, Nasa gives a blank cheque to the private sector to exploit universal resources, the journalist warns. A huge step for space exploitation/ plundering.
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
