  Lessons can be drawn from the handling of the Covid 19 pandemic with the objective of improving processes to be better prepared for the next crisis.
  Science enabled the quick development and deployment of vaccines : 3 months compared with those of the polio vaccine.
  Speed was vital to save lives. It was enabled thanks to advances in bio engineering with the MRNA technology, and owing to deep learning which helped predict the evolution of viruses. AI applied to testing, would make vaccination campaigns more effective.
  The combined efforts in these two fields of innovation will provide a large supply of therapies. However, MRNA research had always been insufficiently funded.
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
