Introducing first arguments:     firstly, first of all, to start with, to begin with
Introducing a final argument (in a series):  lastly, finally

Giving examples:  for example, for instance, such as, on the one hand.
Adding extra ideas or similar arguments:  besides, furthermore, in addition, what’s more, moreover, similarly/likewise 
Do not use then for ‘puis’ (then means at that moment).  Use an expression like furthermore 

Introducing contrast:  however, on the other hand, on the contrary, in contrast to, while, whereas, nevertheless.
Avoid using whereas to begin a sentence as this is a little difficult.

Expressing concession: Although, despite, in spite of, even though, even if.
Cause : because, due to, owing to, on account of, since
Consequence : consequently, as a result, therefore
Showing you are aware of an opposing opinion (you can imagine the argument but have not actually seen it written):  it may/might/could be argued/said/claimed that…
Showing you are aware of an opposing opinion (you have seen it written) :  it has been argued/said/claimed that…

Concluding an essay: all this leads us to conclude, all in all, in a word, to sum up, we can conclude by saying, (in conclusion is ok, but never as a conclusion)
Golden rules : 
Never use and or but to start a sentence. 
Never say in a first part.
Never finish your essay with entirely new information or a quote that isn’t relevant.
Do remember to make visible paragraphs.
