Dangers and difficulties of being a homeowner
Real estate is not a profitable market anymore
Generation gap : former generations could own a house more easily (lower mortgages)
It’s hard for young people to buy a home : recession +student debt
To buy, young people need family help
House price crash only bring problems and negative equity
Young people live in fear
Even if house prices are lower, people still can’t buy them : too expensive
Considered a privilege to live in city where we work
‘Generation rent’ applies to young people
Rents are going up and the number of rental properties is decreasing so renting is also a problem
Some benefits do exist for homeowners : investment in own place etc.
Today,  75%  young people can’t buy a home

Housing : huge crisis, costs NHS a lot of money
Health issues with air quality and mould in many homes  (20% UK homes are facing such issues)
Homes are old (especially social housing)
Both Conservatives and Labour have failed to solve the problem of housing
Rishi Sunaak fails to find a convincing solution
1.3 m people waiting for social housing
Many people are renting privately : very expensive so they are poor and can’t save up a deposit
Number of homes to rent have fallen by a third
Solution is only to build more houses but this won’t solve the problem of low equity
People facing negative equity and potentially facing poverty
Wage stagnation and rising debt also a problem
