 The growing need for a bilingual world.

	Part 1: The domination of English as today's lingua franca

	( People need to understand one another's cultures and habits. It's always beneficial to learn a foreign language (doc. 1, 6) English, as lingua franca, improves communication and international relations (doc. 2).
( English is commonly used on the Internet. Soon, it will be the most common language (doc. 5). (le numéro des documents est précisé ici, mais vous ne devez pas le faire comme cela dans une synthèse rédigée, cf méthodo)
( The corporate world is globalized: English is necessary to carry out business, even for small companies. (doc. 2, 5)
But in a globalized corporate world, languages like French are also useful: in parts of the USA, speaking French is considered as a desirable skill (doc. 6)
( English proficiency is measured regularly around the world. It is a telling indicator of the domination of this language. (doc 3)
In India, speaking good English can help climb the social ladder (doc. 4), 
( But English is evolving: non-native speakers are enriching it with their own idiosyncrasies (= particularités) (doc. 5).

	Part 2: A new, simpler language adapted to today's needs

	( Human beings have dreamt about the end of Babel for a long time => several attempts have been made in the 20th century to create a lingua franca which would be easy to learn.

( Globish is the simpler, non-idiomatic form of English used around the world (docs 2 and 3) and on the Internet (doc.5). It enables non-native speakers to bridge the communication gap. It is simpler than English, but not too simplified.

( In countries where dozens of vernaculars are spoken, English is the only lingua franca, but speakers have adapted English to their culture (evolving grammar, evolving lexicon) (doc. 4).
Today, there are less norms about what "proper English" should be. Variations are accepted, no one is there to judge what is correct and incorrect, especially on the Internet (doc. 4 and 5).

	Part 3: But how proficient are the non-native speakers?

	( But this raises a controversy: the people speaking Globish or Hinglish (often with heavy accents) are often not understood by English native speakers. (doc 2 and 4)
=> those variations, even if based on English, are not English.
( Oversimplification impoverishes the language (no imagery, no idiomatic phrases) and even lead to misunderstanding. (doc. 2 and 4)
This simplification means that precision is almost impossible.

( In many countries, people's command (= proficiency) of English is very poor. (doc. 3)
Overall, people who have learnt a foreign language often don't have a very high proficiency level (doc 1)
( Those new "Englishes" may well not be evolutions of the language but expressions of non-native speakers' inability to speak English well (doc. 4).


Introduction :

Do you speak any foreign language? This question ( and the answer to it ( is crucial in today's world, whether it be in business, tourism or education
. All the documents studied here give a recent outlook 
on the recurring concern of the need for a common language and the place of English. 
The articles are British publications
, it is thus interesting to wonder what their view on the evolution of the Queen's English is
.

Pistes pour la conclusions (points du dossier non évoqués par ailleurs) :
( being bilingual has other benefits: studies have shown that it improves people's cognitive skills and protects them from dementia in old age (doc 1).
( being monolingual is a loss: less diversity, less cultural awareness. Likewise, the domination of English around the world has also led to the impoverishment of English, which turned into Globish.
