Document 1
( worker abuses in the garment industry (= the clothing industry) => "fast fashion"
=> sweatshops => health risks
( To the blogger, individual boycotting of those fast fashion brands is not the solution
=> boycott = less sales = workers will lose their jobs

( the solution is to put pressure on brands => negotiations to improve working conditions and wages => collective action
Document 2

( Millions of jobs have been created in India (in Bangalore especially) in the IT sector
Causes : cheap labour, the workforce speaks English (international industry, companies work with/for the USA)

But India is not only an outsourcing hub for the USA anymore => many Indians create their own company => major players and competitors in the global IT industry.
Document 3

( Globalization has led to an improvement of living standards in many countries.

=> inequalities between countries have decreased

But within countries, especially in developing ones, inequalities have greatly/massively/dramatically increased.
