access to junk food is limited in French schools + quantities limited in processed foods => limit //other legal drugs (alcohol, tobacco + drugs that used to be legal/prescribed but became illegal: cocaine, heroin etc.)
BUT sugar and fat are essential to a healthy diet, your brain needs them to function properly (! quality vs quantity)
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What characterizes
addictive behavior?

inability to control the behavior
increase in tolerance levels
difficulty maintaining relationships
symptoms of withdrawal (depression, irritability)
when the behavior is interrupted
continuation of behavior despite negative
